The outbreak of COVID - 19, and its gradual passage 


from one wave to the other, with no stable way out 


to ignore the possibility of come-back of the disease 


in the near future, we see that everyone from 


politicians to media persons, to friends and family, 


are living amidst frustration anxiety confusion and 


mental trauma. People welcomed the rhetoric – ‘the 


New Normal’ situation as the accepted norm today.

সর্বশেষে আমরা বলতে পারি, করোনার ফলে নিশ্চিতভাবেই স্বাস্থ্য-পরিষেবা ও স্বাস্থ্য ক্ষেত্র সম্বন্ধীয় পণ্যের চাহিদা ব্যাপকভাবে বৃদ্ধি পেয়েছে ঠিকই, কিন্তু চিকিৎসা ক্ষেত্রে, বিশেষত হাসপাতাল পরিষেবার ক্ষেত্রে, শারীরিক উপস্থিতি জরুরি। একজন নার্স বা আয়াকে রুগীর কাছে থেকেই কাজ করতে হয়; চিকিৎসকের ক্ষেত্রেও মূলত একই কথা প্রযোজ্য। রুগীর ঠিকমতো চিকিৎসা করতে হলে চিকিৎসককে রুগীর কাছেই থাকতে হবে। স্টেথোস্কোপ ব্যবহার করতে হলে বা নাড়ির স্পন্দন বুঝতে হলে রুগী ও চিকিৎসকের মধ্যে শারীরিক বা ‘human contact' জরুরি। কোভিড-বিধ্বস্ত বিশ্বসমাজে স্বাস্থ্যকর্মীদের কাজের চাপ সহসা বহুগুণ বেড়ে গেছে। কিন্তু স্বাস্থ্য ক্ষেত্রে কর্মী ছাঁটাই বা সংকোচন ঘটেছে—এমন ভাবার অবকাশ নেই।



স্মার্টফোন অ্যাডিকশন (Smartphone Addiction): করোনাকালে বেড়েছে স্মার্টফোনের প্রতি নির্ভরতা। অফিসের বহু কাজ তো বটেই, স্কুল-কলেজের পড়াশোনার অনেকটাই এখন ফোনেই হচ্ছে। আর তাতেই বাড়ছে এই যন্ত্রটির প্রতি আসক্তি। বিশেষ করে শিশুদের এই আসক্তির পরিমাণ প্রচণ্ড মাত্রায় বাড়ছে। 



পরিশেষে বলা প্রয়োজন যে, কভিড অতিমারী একদিন বিদায় নেবে, কিন্তু তার সৃষ্টি করে যাওয়া new normal জীবনযাত্রা ও জীবিকা থেকে যাবে। এই নতুন বা পরিবর্তিত প্রযুক্তি ও স্বাস্থ্যসেবা ব্যবস্থাকে ঠিকমতো নিয়ন্ত্রণের জন্য চাই কিছু আইনি পদক্ষেপ ও সংস্কার।
