Brief Description of the Event
The programme started at 2:30 pm with a welcome address by our IQAC Coordinator, Dr. Chaiti Mitra. This was followed by an introduction on why we are celebrating the Transgender Remembrance Day. The students from the Department of History and Sociology did a Power Point presentation where they exposed the daily injustices against transgender people. Their presentation also highlighted some of the transpersons as martyrs who lost their lives due to hate and violence. Our Resource Person, Mx. Anurag Maitrayee gave a powerful lecture on diverse lived-reality experiences and concerns faced by the trans-persons. She also suggested how we, as ordinary people, can come forward to demand justices for the transpersons whose human rights are snatched away by the society at large. The event ended with an interactive session with the students and faculty and it proved to be a successful programme. 
Programme Outcome 
Both the students and the faculty have come to learn more deeply about the multiple experiences of cruelty, both physical and mental confronting the transgender community. The personal narratives of Mx. Anurag combing discriminations, violence starting from family, state, civil-society institutions enriched the understanding the issue of sexuality and gender dysphoria theoretically and socially. It was an enlightening session with discussion and sharing of knowledge generating empathy and a sense of power among the students and everyone who were involved in listening to the lecture.
